
     Sealants are plastic material 

applied to the back teeth to 

protect the enamel from plaque 

and acids. They bond into the 

depressions and grooves (pits 

and fissures) of the chewing 

surfaces of the back teeth. 

 

     The benefit of sealants is that 

they protect these vulnerable 

areas by "sealing out" plaque and 

food. Sealants can be applied 

quite easily and it takes only a few 

minutes to seal each tooth.  

 

     They are ideal for children, 

because the risk of decay starts 

early in life, but many adults can 

benefit from sealants as well.

Ingredients: 
6 ripe peaches 

3 tablespoons sugar 

1 teaspoon ground ginger 

1 lime 

1/2 cup of honey 

Vanilla ice cream 

Preparation: 
   1. Cut the peaches in half and remove the pits. Dust the 

cut side of each half with some of the sugar and ginger. 

Light a charcoal grill and allow the coals to burn until 

well covered with gray ash or heat a gas grill to low. Place 

the peaches sugar side down on the center of the cooking 

grate. Grill 6 to 7 minutes or until golden brown. Remove 

from grill. 

   2. Grate the zest from the lime, then squeeze the juice. 

In a small bowl, combine the juice, zest, and honey. 

   3. Serve the peaches with a scoop of vanilla ice cream, 

drizzled with some of the sauce.
